The energy efficiency rating of your home

About the recommended measures to improve your home’s performance rating

1 Party wall insulation

Party wall insulation, to fill the cavity of a wall separating a dwelling from another building with an insulating
material, reduces heat loss; this will improve levels of thermal comfort, reduce energy use and lower fuel bills.
The insulation material is pumped into the gap through small holes that are drilled into the party wall, and the
holes are made good afterwards. As specialist machinery is used to fill the cavity, a professional installation
company should carry out this work, and they should carry out a thorough survey before commencing work to
ensure that this type of insulation is suitable for this home and its exposure. They should also provide a
guarantee for the work. This work has to comply with building regulations, including that installation will not
adversely affect the performance of the existing wall in respect of noise transmission. Further information about
cavity wall insulation and details of local installers can be obtained from the National Insulation Association
(www.nationalinsulationassociation.org.uk).

2 Floor insulation (suspended floor)

Insulation of a floor will significantly reduce heat loss; this will improve levels of comfort, reduce energy use and
lower fuel bills. Suspended floors can often be insulated from below but must have adequate ventilation to
prevent dampness; seek advice about this if unsure. Further information about floor insulation is available from
many sources including www.energysavingtrust.org.uk/scotland/Insulation/Floor-insulation. Building regulations
generally apply to this work so it is best to check with your local authority building standards department.

3 Solar water heating

A solar water heating panel, usually fixed to the roof, uses the sun to pre-heat the hot water supply. This can
significantly reduce the demand on the heating system to provide hot water and hence save fuel and money.
Planning permission might be required, building regulations generally apply to this work and a building warrant
may be required, so it is best to check these with your local authority. You could be eligible for Renewable Heat
Incentive payments which could appreciably increase the savings beyond those shown on your EPC, provided
that both the product and the installer are certified by the Microgeneration Certification Scheme (or equivalent).

4 Solar photovoltaic (PV) panels

A solar PV system is one which converts light directly into electricity via panels placed on the roof with no waste
and no emissions. This electricity is used throughout the home in the same way as the electricity purchased from
an energy supplier. Planning permission might be required, building regulations generally apply to this work and
a building warrant may be required, so it is best to check with your local authority. The assessment does not
include the effect of any Feed-in Tariff which could appreciably increase the savings that are shown on this EPC
for solar photovoltaic panels, provided that both the product and the installer are certified by the Microgeneration
Certification Scheme (or equivalent). Details of local MCS installers are available at
www.microgenerationcertification.org.

1.1 THE SURVEYORS

The Seller has engaged the Surveyors to provide the Single Survey Report and a generic Mortgage
Valuation Report for Lending Purposes. The Seller has also engaged the Surveyors to provide an Energy
Report in the format prescribed by the accredited Energy Company.

The Surveyors are authorised to provide a transcript or retype of the generic Mortgage Valuation Report
on to Lender specific pro-forma. Transcript reports are commonly requested by Brokers and Lenders. The
transcript report will be in the format required by the Lender but will contain the same information,
inspection date and valuation figure as the generic Mortgage Valuation Report and the Single Survey. The
Surveyors will decline any transcript request which requires the provision of information additional to the
information in the Report and the generic Mortgage Valuation Report until the Seller has conditionally
accepted an offer to purchase made in writing.

Once the Seller has conditionally accepted an offer to purchase made in writing, the Purchaser's lender or
conveyancer may request that the Surveyors provide general comment on standard appropriate
supplementary documentation. In the event of a significant amount of documentation being provided to the
Surveyors, an additional fee may be incurred by the Purchaser.

The report on the location, style and condition of the property, will be concise
and will be restricted to matters that could have a material effect upon value and will omit items that, in the
Surveyor's opinion, are not significant. If certain minor matters are mentioned, it should not be interpreted
that the property is free of any other minor defects.
